The DO was issued pursuant to an Interservice Support Agreement or Interagency Agreement between Requesting Activity of Original Delivery Order (activity listed in Block C above) and the Defense Technical Information Center (DTIC). 
All terms and conditions of the basic contract and the above mentioned delivery order (DO) apply.  This Task Utilization Agreement will not result in any modification to the original DO or corresponding statement of work (SOW).  Nothing in this agreement shall in any way affect the price and/or period of performance of the above mentioned DO, and shall not be identified as a justification for a No Cost Time Extension.

OBJECTIVE
